			Curriculum
Our main topic for the Autumn 1 half term is the Anglo-Saxons. We will be looking at a narrative text based on the experiences of an Anglo-Saxon boy & writing newspaper reports linked to this. For our fiction, we will be writing a piece entitled, ‘Treasure’ and we will be composing some performance poetry based on the Anglo-Saxon era. In Science, we will be learning about light – how it travels, how it is that we can see and using all of our ‘Working Scientifically’ skills to investigate the properties of light!
In Art, we will be learning how to sketch claws, skin and fur, to design our own ‘Big Cat’ paintings for the Honey Fair and in DT we will be designing and making our own Anglo-Saxon settlements.
In Computing, we will be exploring codes and how to make them and crack them!
Our RE investigation is: How do Christians decide how to live? What would Jesus do? In Music, we will be studying, playing and performing based on Pharrell William’s ‘Happy’. Our French unit focuses on ‘My Family’. PE this half term is Dance.

Reading
Reading is such an essential skill and one that improves the more you practise. If you can find time to read regularly with your child it will have a great impact on their progress in many areas. It can help with spelling, grammar, absorbing new vocabulary, improved concentration and memory!
